
4 on 4 Summer League (June-July) 

Westford’s 4-on-4 Summer League was founded in 1993 by legendary Westford Academy 
Boys Varsity Coach Ed Scollan to help foster and develop individual skills. Currently, this 
program is run by Westford Varsity Boys’ Head Coach Christopher Bramanti, The Mill Works 
Director of Basketball Jaryd Piecuch, along with local high school students. 
The premise of the league is that with only four players on the court at a time, each player will 
be more involved and active in the game. Each player will learn more individual basketball 
moves, will learn to move without the ball, cut, set screens, shoot, rebound, and play 
individual and team defense …  all without having to worry about following additional 
instructions from a coach. Games are refereed by local high school students, allowing the 
local youths in the area to give back to the community. 

July 9th-12th: Summer Hoops Clinic
This full day clinic (9:00 am to 4:00 pm) was a huge hit last year, as players ages 8 to 14 
spend the morning doing skills and drills with Mill Works Coach Jaryd, and spend the 
afternoon with I Rise Above It coach Albert Hayle. Both coaches coach at the high school 
level and find great ways to keep the kids engaged throughout the entire. 

July 16th-19th: Lil’ Hoopers Clinic
Attention all Lil’ Hoopers! Join us this summer for a great week of basketball as we lower the 
hoops to 8 feet, bring out our smaller basketballs, and train the next generation of ballers! 
This clinic runs 9:00 am to 12:00 pm (Mon-Thurs) for kids ages 6 to 9 years old. This is a 
continuation of the program we ran in the winter, which was a huge hit with 45 kids.
